Ms Nolan said the latest Federal budget failed to restore funding for the construction of public housing in
Queensland.

“We need this funding restored because construction generates jobs and training, as well as stimulating local
business development in our communities,” she said.

Ms Nolan said construction was expected to be completed in October.
