“On the whole the concern about Stranger Danger and danger on the roads has created a whole new risk as
there’s traffic chaos on the roads as people drive their kids to school.

“Walk to School Day is to encourage walking and safe biking. It’ll be a fun, healthy day and I encourage
people if they can to give it a go.”
